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It’s not just Covid-19. 
Pathogens once confined to nature are making their way into humans on a more regular basis. 

And it’s our own fault.

Humans have been changing the Earth's ecology for 100,000 years; more so with modern technologies.

Our changing relationship with wild animals in their environments means their diseases have become ours!  Deforestation in Brazil; home building developments in formerly rural areas; and unregulated agricultural expansion in many poorer countries.  And much more.
Pathogens can move from wildlife to domesticated animals to humans. We have been fighting "plagues" for 5,000 years.  With every such disaster, we learn more, but they keep coming.
The good news: The pathways from viral sources to humans has been growing since the Nineteenth Century.  Today, humans understand much more about these periodic novel pandemics and are addressing the causes and creating the medical solutions to save millions of lives. 

We are building the global infrastructure to fight all pandemics, to recognize them quickly, isolate them totally and respond to them effectively.
The future is looking better for us as long as we continue to be totally vigilant.
