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In U.S., COVID-19 Patients With Certain Underlying Conditions More Likely To End Up In ICU

Patients with certain ilnesses were more likely o need intensive care treatment. For instance, among 6,637 cases in the CDC's data set for which hospitalization status was available, only 202 had chronic renal disease
but of those patients, nearly 28% were treated in the ICU

CRD-Chronic RENAL disease: The kidneys filter waste and excess fluid from the blood. As kidneys fail, waste builds up.

Symptoms develop slowly and aren't specific to the disease. Some people have no symptoms at all and are diagnosed by a lab test.

Medications help manage symptoms. In later stages, filtering the blood with a machine (dialysis) or a transplant may be needed.

How common?  More than 200,000 US cases per year
Treatment can help, but this condition can't be cured; Requires a medical diagnosis; Lab tests or imaging always required; Chronic: can last for years or be lifelong.
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
