Vaccine side effects are actually a good thing!
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SIDE EFFECTS are usually minor and short-lived AND they are a sign of a healthy human immune response, fighting the new virus, for which the vaccines have been designed.  Inconvenient?  YES, but vitally essential to work with our bodies to defeat the virus.  Details: 7-minute video
