Tips and Reminders During COVID-19

    Keep plastic bags, masks, wipes, and latex gloves out of the recycling bin.

    If someone in your home has COVID-19, treat your recyclables as trash. 

    Don’t put your recyclables in plastic bags.

    Clean and shake dry recyclables to ensure products get recycled.

    Break down cardboard boxes and put them in the recycling cart whenever possible. 

    Put recycling and trash in the appropriate carts, not next to them. Leaving materials next to carts increases risks to collection staff and can attract pests.

    Do not put lithium, lithium-ion or spent lead-acid batteries (e.g., car batteries) in your trash or recycling bins. These batteries can contain hazardous materials and can contaminate groundwater or cause fires at recycling facilities. Batteries from electronics and cars can be recycled at specified retail 

and other locations. 

    Return grass clippings back onto your lawn instead of bagging them.
