            Below is an update on where things stand with the vaccine administration.

            We are working hard to get vaccines to people as fast as possible. Our local health departments and hospitals have been ramping up quickly, putting their vaccine plans to work. Already, 180,000 doses have been given. In the last 24 hours alone, 20,000 shots went into arms.  

            Early success at vaccination can’t solely be about achieving high numbers.  If this was about racking-up large numbers early on, states would employ an entirely different approach.  Meaning, they would go to every big community and target all of the affluent neighborhoods with the greatest access to healthcare.  That would certainly achieve really high vaccination numbers, but would that be the right thing to do?

            Remember - vaccine supplies are very limited. While some people want to be first in line to get their shot, we knew going into this that others have very legitimate reasons to be hesitant. Understandably, communities who have faced longstanding and continuing racial and ethnic injustices in our health care system may feel greater distrust towards vaccines.

            All vaccine providers have the responsibility to ensure equitable access to vaccines, which means that they take intentional actions to reach and engage historically marginalized communities. We are partnering with trusted community leaders and organizations to provide accurate information to all North Carolinians. We need your help. As you share information with the public, share these facts:

                Scientists had a head start. The vaccines were built upon years of work to develop vaccines for similar viruses.

                Tested, safe and effective. All vaccines are rigorously tested for safety and effectiveness. More than 70,000 people volunteered in clinical trials for two vaccines to make sure the vaccines were safe and worked to prevent COVID-19. To date, the vaccines are 95% effective in preventing C-19.

                You cannot get COVID-19 from the vaccine. You may have temporary reactions like a sore arm, headache, or feeling tired and achy for a day or two after receiving the vaccine.
